2010 Season prices were set:
Bond is to continue at $300 plus tax.

Bond dues will be $475 (with dues $350, maint. fee $100, tax $25)

Seasonal dues will be $582 (with dues $450, maint. fee $100, tax $32)

Senior Bond holder dues will be $237 ($175 dues, maint fee $50, tax $12)

Senior Seasonal dues will be $291 ($225 dues, maint fee $50, tax $16)

Single Seasonal dues will be $291 (only person living in a household)

August membership will be $200 + $14 tax

Note: Senior membership is granted when all members of the household are age 60 or older.
   We are offering an exciting, additional way to pay your dues this year.  You will be able to pay with a credit card by going to “Schalick Mills” in Elmer and tell them you wish to utilize this service!!

    One adult member (of your family) of membership may donate 4 hours time to the pre-season opening work on the pool and receive your $100 maintenance fee back in July.  

      Bonds are available to purchase.  Seasonal memberships are available.  We encourage each of you to get your friends and neighbors to join the Elmer Swim Club.  We do encourage you to participate in our membership incentive program that includes: Bring in one new membership and you receive $100 in guest passes, bring in additional memberships and receive $50/new membership!

   Our By-Laws require your dues MUST be paid prior to using the facility.  We do offer payment plans prior to opening day!  Any questions, please contact our membership chairperson/treasurer and Linda will be glad to answer them for you.

   “The Elmer Swim Club is a great value.  If you were to take your family to visit  Great Adventure, it is  $40.00/day/per person, Disney Parks $94.00/day/per person, Universal Orlando $82.00/day/per person, or Sea World $65.00/day per person.  The Elmer Swim Club  seasonal membership is just $4.82/day per family.  Bonded membership is just $3.75/day per family.  Prices are based on 100 day season.”
